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The luminous picture of the world in G. Tukay’s poetry in the context
of school literary education

Abstract. The key objectives of modern literary education are directly related to students’
understanding of the cultural values contained in the literary works of Russian literature and those

of the Peoples of Russia. Based on these values, students should develop a holistic understanding

of the multinational artistic worldview. This year has been declared the Year of Russian National Unity.
In April 2026, we will celebrate the 140th anniversary of the birth of the outstanding Tatar poet
Gabdulla Tukay. The school curriculum recommends studying this poet’s works in the “Literature

of the Peoples of Russia” sectionin grades 6 and 11. This article provides material for one possible
lesson or extracurricular activity dedicated to the poetry of G. Tukay. In this lesson, students learn about
the life and work of G. Tukay through specific poems. His poetic talent can be compared to Danko’s
burning heart. Throughout his short, difficult, and bright life, he worked tirelessly to cultivate a garden



of culture on his native land. The seeds of his inspired poetry became the foundation for the growth

of subsequent generations of gardeners. G. Tukay was a truly bright artist and enlightened poet. His
poems radiate the goodness and beauty of his native land. The dominant motif of light, illustrated

by numerous examples and analyzed in the context of the poet’s worldview, occupies an important place
in the concept and structure of this lesson. This motif helps us to see and understand the ideological and
thematic diversity, artistic expressiveness, and relevance of G. Tukay’s luminous poetry.
