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Integration of media formats into the study of classical literature:
The methodological potential of the “Pushkin and Media” project

Abstract. The study was conducted with the aim of identifying and providing a comprehensive analysis
of the methodological potential and practical effectiveness of the materials of the “Pushkin and Media”



project, developed on the basis of contemporary media formats, within the system of school literary
education. This issue appears to be particularly relevant in the context of the ongoing digitalization

of the education system, the rapid transformation of the reader’s role, and the growing need

to integrate the principles of media education into the traditional system of teaching literature.

The study was based on a combination of theoretical analysis and empirical methods: within

the framework of the study, a content analysis of the structure and content of the electronic resource
“Pushkin and Media” and the teaching manual “The Pushkin Text in the Media Environment” was
conducted, along with monitoring and a comparative analysis of the studied resource and other
platforms with similar content, as well as a survey of language and literature teachers and quantitative
and qualitative analysis of the obtained results. The study established that the most popular and effective
media formats are video podcasts, video clips, and longreads, while the most preferable stages

of the lesson for using the project materials are the stages of introducing new material and activating
prior knowledge. The results of the content analysis demonstrated significant differences between

the studied electronic resource and a number of similar resources, namely the unity of internal
structure and methodology, as well as content continuity. The majority of respondents note

the advantages of the project compared to traditional forms of instruction. Given comprehensive
methodological justification, the integration of media formats into the system of school literary education
makes it possible to expand the teacher’s toolkit, increase students’ motivation, and deepen their reading
skills without compromising the depth of classical methods and approaches to teaching literature

or the foundations of literary analysis.
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
