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The melancholy of unrequited love in the poems by A.A. Grigoriev’s
from 1843 and the “Struggle” lyrical cycle

Abstract. The article aims to study the manifestation of melancholy in the love lyrics of A.A. Grigoriev.
Using biographical and comparative analysis methods, it has been established that his dramatic lyrics

of 1843 and the “Struggle” lyrical cycle arose as a result of unrequited love, first for Antonina Korsh and
then for Leonida Vizard, under relatively similar circumstances. So, in the first case, the beloved preferred
to connect her life with his rival, and in the second case, the marriage was already an obstacle from

the despair of the poet himself. The analysis of the poems of 1843 and the poems from the cycle
“Struggle” convinces that they were generated within the cruel melancholy of unrequited love,
manifested in different ways in terms of perception and experience of this feeling, the use of artistic
techniques and in the interpretation of images of the addressees of love messages. So, feelings for
Antonina Korsh represent a romantic dream, and her image itself is presented as an unattainable ideal,
which the persona dreams of. For Grigoriev, love for Leonida Vizard becomes a painful reality, and her
image itself is characterized by ambivalence, since she is a savior and a destroyer for him at the same



time. If melancholic despair follows the illusory hope in the early poems, then, in the “Struggle” cycle,
the overwhelming deep feeling of hopelessness that permeates the entire cycle turns into an act of art.
And finally, the poems to Antonina contain suggestive formulas, resembling mystical spells, whereas

in many verses to Leonida, the words merge with the melody of a guitar.
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
