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“The Air Seller” by A.R. Belyaev: The scientific problematics, the plot-
forming motifs

Abstract. A question of the compliance of the noosphere with the biosphere and about

the responsibility of man for harmonious development of the biosphere is set in A.R. Belyaev’s novel
“The Air Seller”. The key problem, described in the novel, is a lack of air on the Earth surface because

it has been captured and stockpiled for sale by Bailey the capitalist. The plotforming and sense-making
dominators of novel are the motifs of coldness, the natural and the liquid state of air. The purpose of this
article is to define the real scientific discoveries that triggered motifs and images in the novel.

The article deals with the several excerpts from the novel, using scientific and technological inventions
both fantastic and existed in reality (the vent system for work below ground, the small exploding balls
filled of liquid air, the liquid air obtained in laboratory). The conclusion is made about the scientific basis
of this story which are the scientific experiments by J. Dewar and G. Claude and also the other scientists’



development of the turn of the 20th century and of beginning of the 20th century was involved.
Additionally, the article emphasizes some existential and social problems linked with confrontation
between man and an idea of artificially directed air stream which may be controlled by human mind
through technological means. The article notes that the plotforming motif of coldness is often
accompanied by the motif of death; it is also connected with description of artificially directed air stream
which is shown just like a living enemy of the main characters because of the impersonating vocabulary.
The political differences of characters are mentioned in the article as the basis of their confrontation.
The hermeneutical approach and the contextual analysis are used.
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
